Text: Mukhtaṣar Sīrah by Ibn Sayyid al-Nās 

Chronological journey of his صلى الله عليه وسلم life 

Key battles, events, and turning points 

Lessons for personal development, leadership & daʿwah 

Duration: 8–10 weeks 

Module 4: Dalāʾil al-Nubuwwah 

Text: To be ikhtiṣār-ed and translated by you 

Proofs of Prophethood 

Miracles (muʿjizāt), predictions, impact on history 

Responses to doubts and orientalist attacks 

Duration: 6–8 weeks 

Module 5: Khaṣā’iṣ al-Muṣṭafā صلى الله عليه وسلم 

Text: To be ikhtiṣār-ed and translated by you 

Unique characteristics of the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم 

What distinguishes him from other Prophets 

His global maqām and cosmic role 

 Duration: 4–6 weeks 

Module 6: Ḥuqūq al-Muṣṭafā صلى الله عليه وسلم 

Text: To be ikhtiṣār-ed and translated by you 

The rights of the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم upon us 

Loving him صلى الله عليه وسلم, obeying him صلى الله عليه وسلم, defending him صلى الله عليه وسلم 

Contemporary relevance (blasphemy, disrespect, neglect) 

Duration: 4–6 weeks
